e Few specialists in training were undertaking part-time work, with only 11.0% of females and 2.6% of
males reporting less than 35 hours per week on average for total hours actually worked. Some 62.9%
of female and 77.7% of male specialists in training reported working in excess of 45 hours per week
on average for total hours actually worked.

e Specialists in training were most likely to be training for the specialties of anaesthesia (12.2%),
psychiatry (10.8%), emergency medicine (8.6%), paediatric medicine (8.0%), general surgery (5.8%)
and obstetrics and gynaecology (5.0%).

e Some 37.1% of medical practitioners training for surgical specialties were female (see Table 6.2).
Female specialists in training comprised 80.0% of medical practitioners training for medical
administration, 70.6% for geriatrics, 68.8% for radiation oncology, 62.5% for public health medicine,
61.5% for medical oncology, 61.4% for paediatric medicine and 60% for clinical genetics. Numbers
were small in individual specialty areas of pathology, but overall 52.8% of specialists in training in
this area were females. Some 29.5% of specialists in training were expecting to complete their
training in 1999/2000, with 21.7% due to complete in 2001. Another 42.5% of specialists in training
in 2000 were expecting to complete their training between 2002 and 2004, with another 6.4% not
expecting to complete their training before 2005 or afterwards.

Characteristics of non-specialist hospital salaried medical practitioners
working in NSW

Hospital non-specialists are those medical practitioners mainly employed in a salaried position in a
hospital who do not have a recognised specialist qualification and who are not undertaking training to
gain recognised specialist qualifications. They include interns, resident medical officers, and career
medical officers.

e Between 1990 and 2000 the hospital non-specialist workforce grew from 1,381 to 2,020; a growth of
46.3% or 4.6% per annum on average. Between 1990 and 2000 the proportion of female hospital
non-specialists increased from 37.6% to 44.1%. In 1990, women made up 36.7% of the hospital non-
specialist workforce under the age of 40. In 2000 the proportion was 45.2%.

e In 1990, hospital non-specialists under the age of 40 made up 87.2% of the workforce, declining to
76.0% of the workforce in 2000. In 1990, medical practitioners 65 years and over were only 1.1% of
the hospital non-specialist workforce; and in 2000 this age group accounted for 2.3% of the
workforce.

e Some 20.7% of hospital non-specialists in 2000 worked at two or more locations, with men more
likely than women to be working in multiple locations (22.1% compared to 18.7% for women).

e The proportion of hospital non-specialists working in rural areas has increased from 5.0% in 1990 to
13.5% in 2000. Some 13.5% of hospital non-specialists were working in a rural location for their
second location, and for a third location this figure was 13.6%. In 2000, men were more likely than
women to be working in rural areas in their main job (14.5% of men compared with 11.9% of
women).

e Most hospital non-specialists were working full-time in their main job, with 75.7% reporting
working more than 35 hours per week in total (91.6% of men and 82.4% of women).

e Some 88.2% of hospital non-specialists were employed in the public sector in their main job, with
public hospitals being the major setting overall at 81.5% of the total.

e Some 10.9% were Royal Australian College of General Practitioner trainees, and another 9.9% were
vocationally registered primary care practitioners.

o Some 43.3% were awaiting entry into a specialist course (similar proportions of males and females),
and 21.8% had rights of private practice (24.3% of males, 16.8% of females).
