
Vaccinate on time
Give your baby the best protection

Vaccines are free, safe, and work best when given on 
time according to the NSW Immunisation Schedule.  
The timing of every vaccine given to children is 
carefully chosen to give the child the best protection 
at the earliest age.

Why vaccinate
Vaccinating your child:

•	 Protects them from serious diseases.

•	 Protects your community too.

•	 Helps control harmful diseases.

•	 Is required for childcare and school enrolment.

•	 Ensures eligibility for family assistance payments.

When to vaccinate
Your child should be vaccinated at these ages:

•	 Birth

•	 6 Weeks

•	 4 Months

•	 6 Months

•	 12 Months

•	 18 Months

•	 4 Years.

Check the NSW Immunisation Schedule to find out 
when your child’s next vaccination is due.

Don’t Delay!
Even if your child has a runny nose or mild cold, 
vaccinations can usually go ahead. Talk to your 
doctor or nurse to keep your child on schedule.

After Vaccination
Vaccines are safe, but mild side effects like swelling 
or redness at the injection site can sometimes 
happen. If you’re worried, please talk to your doctor 
and nurse.

Influenza (Flu) Vaccine for Children

The flu vaccine is free for children aged 6 months 
to under 5 years. It protects against severe flu and 
needs to be updated yearly. Ask your doctor and 
nurse about the flu vaccine. 

Getting Multiple Vaccines at 
Once
Children can safely receive multiple vaccines in one 
visit, helping them stay protected without extra 
appointments. Talk to your doctor or nurse to check 
which vaccines can be given together.
