Getting help

Seek help immediately from your
nearest emergency department

or call Triple Zero (000). Start CPR if
someone is not breathing.

People at risk of experiencing an opioid
overdose or who may witness an overdose
can get naloxone for free without a prescription
from some NSW community pharmacies and
NSW Health needle and syringe programs.
